During interactive community dialogue NPGP assets and IFL

The
objective of this program is to develop a micro/small
business/incubation program that can support aspiring
entrepreneurs to build sustainable fast-growing
enterprises with innovative ideas based on the idea of
digital marketing and business network linkages. in six
targeted districts of Sindh (Khairpur, Sanghar,
Mirpurkhas, Umerkot, Thatta and Badin). Mr. Kalhoro
explained that SRSO is implementing key programs and
working on the Poverty Reduction Strategy (PRS), based
on the principles of Community-Driven Local
Development (CDLD) and social Mobilization to support
pro-poor to change their lives in their limited resources
and create employment at the community level to
promote the entrepreneurship culture,

The delegation had a meeting with startups
entrepreneurs certified by SRSO under the flagship of
PPRP and Enterprise Development Program (EDP) and
discussed market issues, challenges and opportunities
to grow their business. team reviewed the business
loan process, incubation of ideas and technical and
capacity development for sustainable and profitable
business.

The delegation also met with Community members
during the meeting of Village Organization. VO
President shared the process of Community Investment
Fund (CIF -interest free loan) and Income Generation
Grant (IGG) and the role-play of the CO and VO in the
process of selection of beneficiaries, MIPs and the
utilization of the interventions by rural women.

SRSO is supporting the underprivileged rural
communities of Sindh with the introduction of micro-
credit (interest free loan) and the provision of business
development services for promoting women
entrepreneurs.

World Hepatitis Day is observed each year on 28 July
to raise awareness of viral hepatitis, which causes
inflammation of the liver that leads to severe
disease and liver cancer. On World Hepatitis Day
2022, #WHO is highlighting the need for bringing
hepatitis care closer to the primary health facilities
and community-based venues so that people have
better access to treatment and care, no matter what
type of hepatitis they may have.
